From the Editor's Computer

As you are reading this you have already noticed that the format has changed drastically
from previous issues of The CAPtion. There are some very good reasons for this change that
I would like to share with you.

First, going to this format significantly simplifies the process of producing The CAPtion.
This is the third newsletter that I have edited for photographic groups (newsletters for
the Norwalk Camera Club and the New Haven Camera Club preceded this one), and I
have found that fitting type and stories into the rigid spaces of the previous format
required a lot of effort which, I felt, added little value. I would prefer to spend my time
gathering and writing the news for the organization rather than trying to make stories fit
into rigid spaces.

Second, this layout is much easier to read on a computer monitor. Two columns require
a lot of juggling to read each story while the single column format allows you to start at
the top and simply scroll down as you read. CAP is still sending out each issue by regular
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mail, but we have started experimenting with e-mail delivery to those of you who have
e-mail addresses. With that in mind I have also chosen to use the Verdana font
(designed for easier reading on a computer screen) for the body type in addition to the
single column format.

It is inevitable that within the next year or two the majority of copies of The CAPtion will be
distributed by e-mail so it is important to begin using a format that is easy to read on a
computer screen. The topic of e-mail delivery was discussed at the last Executive Board
meeting, but many in attendance felt the organization wasn't ready. However, it will be on
the agenda again at the next meeting. A few of you have already written to me supporting
e-mail delivery.

Directions to the Dock Meeting Place

After a short distance bear left at the next intersection onto Route 1. Follow Route 1 a short
distance and you will drive under I-95. (continued below)

Getting close: just after you drive under I-95, at a light, bear right on East Main Street
(Route 110).

At the next light turn right into the Dock shopping center (Wal-Mart will be on your left as
you turn). Drive past Stop and Shop to our meeting place which will be to the right of the
store.
